In Tanzania, in response to the Pandemic, schools and
March 2020:This month the government of Tanzania decided to close all
schools from primary school up to University due to the spread of COVID-

universities were closed on 17th March, 2020. A small number of cases of the

virus were reported early on but no further national information has been re-

leased since April. 19, all school are closed for 30 days as a way to take precaution against this virus.

I managed to go to Kalenga to meet with the District Executive Director for the

purpose of discussing the issue of a New office for SEED. He promised us that they

will give us a new office at SIASA NI KILIMO or SIASA NI KILIMO...I will start to
use it at the end of April after the schools reopen.

In line with international recommendations on social distancing we instructed Japhet,
SEED programme manager, to stay at home and contact and support students via
phone. The Tanzanian Government organised broadcasts of educational programmes

via television, but access to TV amongst our students is clearly very limited.
April 2020: Due to the pandemic I (phoned) SEED students several times

in order to know how they are proceeding with their new life style of
staying home while they were supposed to be at school. But the good news
is that all SEED students they are fine and they are doing well with their
new life of stay home stay safe with their family.
